	The letter contains sufficient sentence variety. There are few errors relative to the length of the piece.
	The letter uses complex sentence structures.  The complexity and variety of sentence structures is more sophisticated than you would expect.

	Transition words are used incorrectly or used sparingly.  The letter may be difficult to follow.

	The use of transition words provides clarity and adequate flow to the letter.  The writer uses an effective blend of transition words and phrases.
	The use of subtle transition words and phrases enhances the clarity and flow of the letter.  The choice and varied placement of transitions is more sophisticated than you would expect.

	The letter gives a clear explanation of changes experienced under Nazi occupation.
	The letter meets the criteria of a 3; and makes sophisticated, appropriate generalizations about the impact of historical change on daily life.
